1. Introduction

I clarify at the outset that “ELMAA” is the
Alumni Association of the Master’s Degree in
European Law of the Law School of Athens.

public dialogue regarding the importance and the

evolution of European Union (EU) law.

Having the support of all our professors, we
organise information sessions, as well as the
yearly Summer School in Corfu Island. Professor
Vasilios Skouris and Vice Minister of Justice
Georgios Kotsiras, who has also been the first
Vice President of our Association, have
honoured us with their presence as speakers in

some of those activities.

Thus, our Association swiftly responded to the
Vice Minister’s invitation for a contribution to
the necessary promotion of knowledge on the
Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European

Union.

According to a European Commission’s survey,
eight out of ten Greek citisens disregard the
content or even the existence of the Charter.
However, that lack of familiarity with the
Charter features, to a greater or lesser extent, in
all EU Member States and at all levels of the
society, even in the sectors of lawyers and

judges.

We identify the main cause of that phenomenon
in the EU’s and its Member States’ inability to
give prominence to the importance of the

Charter as well as its added value vis-a-vis the

I. The importance of the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the European

Union

We will, thus, endeavour to briefly present you
the importance of the Charter in six concise

points.

First, since 2009 the Charter is vested with a
legal value of the highest level, the one of a
constitutional  character. In addition, it
encapsulates fifty provisions of human rights
protection. It is, hence, a binding catalogue of
rights that is richer than the ECHR and many

national Constitutions.

Second, the role of the Charter is to guarantee EU
law’s respect for human rights. Today, EU law,
either directly or through national laws
transposing Directives, regulates a substantial
part of our daily life. Indicatively, I mention the
transactions between consumers and enterprises,
the relations between costumers and suppliers of
electricity and natural gas, issues of labour
relations, important aspects of the refugee crisis
and, soon, the operation of digital platforms (e.g.
Facebook and Amazon). All that body of law, as
well as its enforcement, cannot be reviewed on

its compatibility with human rights neither by
national Constitutions nor by the ECHR but

solely by the Charter, due to the primacy of EU
law. For instance, the rights on private life and
on the protection of personal data enshrined in
the Charter are those protecting us from the
massive retention of information by the mobile
phone operators (Joint Cases C-293/12 and
C-594/12, Digital Rights Ireland).

Third, in contrast to the ECHR, an individual can
invoke certain rights of the Charter not only in
his disputes with the State but also with other
individuals (direct third-party effect). As an
indication, an employee can demand from any
kind of employer to respect his right annual paid

leave (Case C-569/16, Bauer).

Fourth, under certain conditions, Charter’s rights
can be further specified in the EU legislation.
The existing or upcoming EU secondary law on
gender equality, minority protection, whistle-
blowers protection and hate speech ban are just a

few relevant examples.

Fifth, the Charter enforces the EU’s initiatives
for the protection of human rights at global level
through, for instance, the clauses that the Union
inserts in its international treaties with third
countries (e.g. trade agreements). The latter
provide for the termination of the treaties in case

of human rights violation.

Sixth, the Charter contributes to the overall
consolidation of the rule of law. A specific
example: the right to effective judicial protection
dictates the absence of any political interference
with the composition and functioning of national
courts [e.g. Case C-791/19, Commission v
Poland (Régime disciplinaire des juges)].

We have though to stress that the Charter does
not detract from the importance of the national
Constitutions and the ECHR, since those
continue to apply in situations that are not
entirely governed by EU law but, either partially

or exclusively, by national or international law

(e.g. most of the direct taxation matters).

I1. The need to strengthen the Member
States’ application of the Charter

In the light of those observations, it is necessary
to strengthen the application of the Charter, not
only within the Union’s institutions but also
within the Member States. That need could be

satisfied in two conjunctive ways:

First, with the ex ante review of legislative and
administrative acts that transpose or implement
EU law as well as of all the EU-funded projects
(see Regulation 2021/1060).

Second, with the ex post effects assessment of
the implementation of those acts and projects in

society.

In addition, as stated by the Vice Minister of
Justice, the Member States, albeit not typically
obliged, they can make a step further and get
inspiration from the Charter’s high level of
protection even when they act outside the remit
of EU law, namely in areas of purely national

dimension.

In that context, we would like to endorse the
Ministry of Justice initiatives with regard to the
measures it plans to take on the protection of the
Charter’s rights of children, of persons with

disabilities and victims of human trafficking.

III. The need to train and empower the

human rights defenders

However, the achievement of those objectives is
heavily dependent on the adequate training and
support to the human rights defenders. Events
like the one organised today, or the Ministry of
Justice initiative to include the Charter’s
teaching within the National Judicial School or
even the recent endorsement of the National
Commission for Human Rights with functional

budgetary autonomy are undoubtedly steps

towards that direction.

The recent appointment of a focal point, which
will assist the public authorities when facing
cases of possible application of the Charter, is

also of decisive importance.

IV. ELMAA’s survey

From our perspective, we would like to propose
a supplementary measure to strengthen the

application of the Charter in the future.

Currently, the various European Commission’s
surveys assess, in a general manner, the legal
practitioners’ lack of knowledge about the
Charter, without though making any distinction

based on their age.

Therefore, our Association, on the occasion of
today’s event, conducted its own survey, at the
end of which it selected responses from 130
recent alumni of the three Greek law schools,
who followed their undergraduate studies while
the Charter had already been in force. However,
only 4/10 answered that they were taught, during
their undergraduate studies, a) the cases where
the Charter applies, b) the courts before which
they can invoke the Charter and c¢) the
differences between the Charter and the ECHR.
That percentage is declining to 2/10 as regards

the teaching of internal market law and of
examples of Regulations and Directives of EU
law, the application of which is a condition for

the application of the Charter.

Those results indicate, in our view, the need to
reinforce the teaching of the Charter and, more
generally, of EU law within the country’s law
schools. That comprehensive education shall not
be restricted to some elective courses but shall be
integrated into the compulsory students’
curriculum. That is the only way to sufficiently

equip the future human rights defenders.

V. By way of epilogue

With those brief thoughts, we warmly thank you
for your patience and we hope we have
contributed our share to today’s excellent

initiative.
